offerings.

The two radio programs are “Thinking Aloud” and
“Younger-Older.” Thinking Aloud is a three-minute de-
votional series, whereas the Younger-Older program is
a conversation between generations.

The two programs available in podcast-only format are
“NighTime” and “Foster Family Connect.” NighTime is
unique and designed to help people unwind or go to
sleep thinking Biblical thoughts. Foster Family Connect
is a Bible study to help encourage those involved in fos-
ter care.

At the writing of this article, there have been over
116,000 downloads of these programs and thousands
who listen via radio. We continue to thank those who
support Silver Birch Ranch and its various ministries,
and ask you to pray that these podcasts will be effec-
tively used to build and encourage the church.
